CLUTCH ADJUSTMENT

Pull back on the clutch handle and hook the clutch
rod under frame rail to prevent its return. In this po-
sition the belt should be slack. If more slack is needed
turn the rod to shorten its length.

CUTTING HEIGHT ADJUSTMENT

There are six cutting positions available. To ad-
just to different positions, pull the locking pin and
move the height adjustment handle to the desired
hole and replace the locking pin. See Figure V.

MOWER GEAR CLEARANCE ADJUSTMENT
The proper gear clearance has been pre-set at the
factory, and it should not require any adjusting.
When replacing a gear or overhauling the unit, the
following procedure should be followed for proper
gear clearance:
1. Remove the gear screws.
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2. Adjust nut with .020” shim placed between the
lock nut and coupling until clearance between face
gears and spur gears has been removed. (See figures
V and VI.)

If a feeler gage is not available the .020 clear-
ance can be obtained by lining up a flat or corner
of the nut with the spirol pin and back off three cor-
ners of three flats, this will equal approximately .020.

3. Remove the .020” shim and provide equal
tooth clearance at both set of gears by tapping on
each face gear until the adjusting nut is flush with
the coupling. There should be no clearance between
the adjusting nut and the coupling.

4. Check for proper amount of grease and re-
place gear covers. Use approximately 15 Ib. American
Oil Co. “Super Permalube” grease for each gear set.

1. Know the controls and how to stop quickly — READ THE

9. Disengage power to any attachment whenever it is not in use
or when traveling from one work area to another.

10. Stay alert for holes and other hidden hazards.
11. Know what is behind you before backing up.

12. Beware of steep slopes; reduce speed on all side slopes and
sharp turns to prevent tipping or losing control

13. Don't stop or start suddenly when going uphill or downhiil.

14. Use extra care when puliing loads or using heavy equipment.
{Refer to your owner’s manual.}

15. Waich out for traffic when near roadways.

16. Handle gasoline with care — it is highly flammable.
