Read Engine Manual and follow all instructions pertain· 
ing to type of lubrication specified. The engine is the 
heart of your tractor and it is very important that you 
keep it in good condition. 

Lubricate all grease finings with a regular pressure 
gun lubricant every eight to ten hours of operation. 

A light machine oil should be used on all moving 
ports to keep joints from wearing and squeaking.

l'he I ronsmissi.on should be checked after every 40 
.hours 'Of use. For best use, transmission should be 
drained once a year by removing plug on bonom to 
drain oil. Refill as above poragraph. This is a regular 
automotive type transmission with sliding gears and 
should have the some co re as your cor. 

TI RES 
On the 401 and 551 Tractor the front tires are filled with 
liquid anti -freeze ballast to provide addilional weighl 
to front end. It is not necessary to check these wheels as 
the ballast is harmful to tire gouges, and liquid will be 
lost in checking. 

Rear tires should have 6 to 8 pounds of air pressure, 
and can 0150 be filled with ballast if desired. Ordinarily 
this is not necessary as operator will odd sufficient 
weight. 

STARTING ENGINES 
(A) 401 Engine has a recoil starter with a plain OFF and 
ON key. To start push key to ON position. 

(6) 551 Engine has a key starter which must be turned 
all the way fa the right to activate solenoid. 

(C) 70 1 Engine has on ON and OFF key, also a starter 
bulfo.n. Turn key to ON position and push starter bullon. 

1. Before starting the engine open va lve on sediment 
Bowl. 

2 . Place gear shift lever in neutral position. 

3 . Pull throHle lever Y2 way out and by turning to the 
right you can lock it in position. 

4 . Pull choke lever all the way out to choke engine. If 
engine is worm and has been running, choking will not 
be necessary. 

S. When Engine storts push choke in to off position and 
regulate throttle conlrol by turning to Ihe left to unlock 
and push in or out to desired speed. 

6 . Depress clutch pedal on left side of tractor before 
selecting desired gear range. 

7. When starting traclor in winter i l is desireoble to 
depress clutch so engine does not have 10 fum over 
transmission. 

CLUTCHING 
There is no need to force gear shift lever if gears do not 
immediately mesh. Depress clutch pedal all the way 
down and let up, then depress again and shift again. To 
ovoid jerky storts, release clutch pedal slowly when 
shifting. While in motion do not shift gears with out 
depressing clutch pedal. 

You will note 100 that clutch pedal also operates as 
the broke pedal for stopping by pushing pedal forward 
all the way. 
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LIFT LEVER 
There is a convenient lift lever on all 3 model tractors, 
located on the left hond side. All levers hove a multi­
notched sector for controlling the up and down position 
of the rear hitch, and in some cases fronl mounted 
attochments. The 701 troctor lift lever has two notches; 
one for up position and one for down position. In some 
cases this will be used for lifting by pushing lever for­

ward insteod of backward. 

ATTACHM ENTS 
All attachments for the 401 and 551 will be the some 
as 1960, See your attachment instruction sheets. 

The 701 ottachments will be new in most coses except 
all drown implements. 

All power implements on 701 will use the clutch 
which is supplied with your tractor. This is on the right 
side.

WIRING 
See wiring diagram for Port No. and repair. 

CARE OF THE TRACTOR 
(I) Keep tractor greased and oiled regularly. Che<:k 
transmission and engine case oil levels. 

(2) Keep engine air cleaner clean. This will add to 

your engine life. 

(3) Keep tires properly inHated. See previous instruc· 

tions. 

(4) Keep tractor covered a nd in a dry p lace when not 

in use. 

(5) Keep gross and dirt out of engine cowling as this 

will stop the flow of air and de<:rease engine life. 

(6) Broke adjustment. The broke band, located on the 

left side of the transmission, brakes the transmission and 
in turn Slaps the wheels. Adiust the nut on the broke 
rod so that, when you depress the clutch pedal all the 
way down, the bond lightens around the broke drum, 
iust as the idler pulley releases the belt. Keep broke 
bond and drum free from oil and dirt. 

(7) Clutch Ad justment. With clutch idler engaged, set 
clutch finger approximately Y. of on inch away from the 
belt. This should be che<:ked every 10 hours of operation. 
8e su re clutch finger does not rub the belt when running. 

This causes excessive belt wear. 

(8) Clutch and Broke Peda l Adjustment. The c lutch and 
brake pedal rod, located under the pedal may be turned 

in or out to adiust the pedal 10 operators desired po~. 

tion. Remove pin from rod under pedal and turn rod in 
or out for adjustment. 

(9 ) When replacing belts or mounting driven imple­

ments make sure all pulleys are in line, by placing a 
string across the face of all pulleys. String should tovch 
both sides of all pulleys. 

(10) On the 551 and 701 Tractors which have batteries, 
check liquid after every 40 hours of use. If tractor has 
been in storage it may be necessary to recharge. 

(11 ) Your tractor is only as good as the service you give 

it. See your Wheel Horse Dealer for a thorough check up 

after each season of use. 

(12) When replacing belts it is advisable to purchase 
them from your Wheel Horse Dealer, as these belts are 
double corded for longer life and closer tolerance.
